Registration is now open for the fifth Certified in Public Health (CPH) exam, which will be administered across the world between February 3 and 27, 2012. Those who earn the CPH credential are showing not only their education excellence, but their commitment to the field of public health. The credential is viewed as an asset by employers and graduate-level institutions.
Register online at www.publichealthexam.org and take the exam at one of 300 test centers in the U.S. or at a site overseas. Those who register early will receive the earliest scheduling permits to book their choice of exam date, time and location. 

In order to be eligible to sit for the CPH exam, all candidates must have a graduate level degree (master’s or doctoral) or be enrolled at a CEPH-accredited school or program. Students enrolled at a CEPH-accredited school or program must have completed 21 credit hours towards their public health degree by December 31, 2011. Alumni must have completed all degree requirements, including, but not limited to, coursework, internships and thesis, by December 31, 2011. Full details on exam eligibility are available here.

The early registration rate of $400 is available from now until September 30. The regular registration rate for students ($425) and alumni ($475) will be available from October 1 through November 15, 2011. The late rate registration will be available November 16-30, 2011. (Note: Registration for the exam will close on November 30, 2011.)
